Alcoholic beverages - Rock salt and antifreeze
Electrical cords (uncovered or untaped) - Poultry bones and meat drippings
Ribbons and strings - Small holiday lights
Metal ornament hooks - Angel hair (spun glass)
Fireplace flames and color salts - Poinsettias, holly, mistletoe and greens
Tree tinsel and confetti - Rich food stocks and seasonings
Carving and kitchen knives/blades - Artificial snow and snow flock
Outdoor fireworks and other loud noises - Toys, especially those with small parts
Rich, fatty foods and table scraps - Slippery outdoor ice and snow

What To Do If Your Pet Has Contact with a Hazardousltem

In the event of your pet coming into contact with oswallowing any of these items listed, make cer-
tain you get in touch with a veterinarian or animalhospital immediately. It is a good idea to keep th¢
phone numbers of both your usual veterinarian anelhaergency clinic on hand. Where appropriate, if
you can safely take a sample (or description) efitikeam to the clinic, this may help the diagnosis.
